BHOPAL: In maximum bonanza to
any state in India, three cities from
Madhya Pradesh made it to first list
of 20 smart cities to be developed in
first phase under Centre's flagship
project to boost urban development.
Jabalpur, Indore and Bhopal stood
7th, 11th and 20th in the smart
league. Minister for urban
development M. Venkaiah Naidu made this
announcement in Delhi. After selection of three of
seven participating cities from MP, urban
administration and development secretary Vivek
Aggrawal said, "Our proposals were specific as far as
implementation is concerned. Proposals were made to
leverage available resources." Smart City bids from
Madhya Pradesh were anchored by Aggrawal and his
team of consultants. They focussed on taking large
scale redevelopment with mix of retrofitting. Plans for
smart cities Bhopal, Indore and Jabalpur focused on
larger development backed by a state government
initiative, promising large public investment and
certain policy changes on urban development front.

"Area based development backed by instruments of
public funding," he said. For instance, Bhopal's
proposal is at an estimated Rs. 8,000 crore and it relies
on smart utilisation of dunds through Central schemes
like Atal Mission for Rejuvenation and Urban
Transformation (AMRUT). Also, cities from Madhya
Pradesh cited utilisation of Central funds for under
grounding of electric cables in their proposals. A
relaxed policy by state government on public private
participation (PPP) also helped three MP cities in
making it to top 20. There were seven cities from
Madhya Pradesh bidding to be selected for
development as smart city in first phase of Union
government's Smart Cities Challenge' - Bhopal, Indore,
Jabalpur, Gwalior, Sagar, Satna and Ujjain. Selection in
the top 20 list comes on the back of Jabalpur municipal
corporation's 743-acre redevelopment and retrofitting
proposal. The city also gained points for solid waste
management projects, converting waste to energy.
Bhopal's redevelopment is for 350 acres in centre of the
city, Shivaji Nagar for an estimated Rs. 8,000 crore.
Indore has identified redevelopment of more than 700
acres for an estimated Rs. 4500 crore.

Scott H young
thinks it's useful to ask yourself what your level
of commitment is to a project or goal before
starting.

If you quit a goal after two years, your degree of
persistence is two years. Unfortunately, most of
us don't have years of our lives to waste just to
measure the level of commitment to a new
project.

Stating that only basic degrees
are not sufficient to get employment, Rudy
said, "Twelve years in schools and colleges
may not provide employment, but the skill
training of 12 months ensures that." He said
India required a huge investment in the skill
development sector in order to provide
employment to the youths.
