Control centre broke into cheers, Indian Space
Research Organisation (ISRO) Chalrman A S
Kiran Kumar announced: "All 104 satellites
successfully placed in orbit. My hearty
congratulations to the entire ISRO team for the
wonderful job they have done." ISRO's new feat
beat superpowers like Russia, which had launched
37 satellites in one go in 2014, and the US, which
orbited 29 satellites in 2013. Last year, ISRO had
successfully launched 23 satellites in a single
mission in June. Prime Minister Narendra Modi
and President Pranab Mukherjee congratulated
team ISRO for the successful launch. In today's
complex mission after the end of 28-hour
countdown, the PSLV-C37 injected the 714 kg
Cartosat-2 series satellite followed by ISRO's nano
satellites INS-1A and INS-1B in an 505 km polar
Sun Synchronous Orbit (SSO). This was followed
by launch of the other 101 nano satellites of
overseas customers in blocks in a series of
separations. Of the 101 co-passenger foreign
satellites, 96 belong to USA, five from
international customers of ISRO including Israel,
Kazakhstan, the Netherlands, Switzerland and
United Arab Emirates.

Khehar, Justice Pinaki Chandra Ghose and Justice Prafulla Chandra Pant are retiring from the Supreme
