DEC prohibits franchising
of study centers by any
institute/university 
Indore: President of All India IT Association Shri Santosh
Shukla advocate informed about rules and regulations of
the distance education council in public interest regard-
ing franchising of study centers by any institution/uni-
versity.Thus, any university/institution cannot franchise
any study centre. All the activities at the study centre
such as admission, examination, conduct of personal con-
duct programmes (PCPS) etc should be by the universi-
ty/Institution. Study centres cannot offer programmes
nor can they conduct examinations on their own. The
study centres cannot offer programmes nor can they con-
duct examinations on their own. The study centres must
be managed by the university/Institution concerned. No
sub-letting of study centres can be allowed and any such
centre opened by any university/Institution will be in
violation of the DEC policy.

Shri Shukla told as per the notification of DEC that
"The DEC has no policy for opening of study centres out-
side India. The university/Institutions are required to fol-
low the norms of Apex bodies such as UGC, AICTE,
MHRD, Ministry of external affairs etc. and seek their
prior approval for opening any study centre outside the
country.

He appealed on behalf of association that "All institu-
tions are requested to strictly follow the norms of the DEC
and other Apex bodies on territorial jurisdiction, opening
of study centres within and outside the country, and non-
franchising of study centres for offering programmes
through distance mode. Institutions are also requested to
close down any study centres opened in violation of
above policy.

India continuing on the reform path: MukherjeeInternet advertising climbs
to $31 billion in 2011

Internet advertising revenue in the United States jumped 22
percent to $31 billion in 2011 setting a record high.

The bulk of last year's spend went to search and display
advertising, according to a report from the Interactive
Advertising Bureau and PwC released.The numbers show the
growing importance of digital among advertisers who are
choosing to place more dollars on websites, smartphones, and
tablet devices to reach consumers.In contrast, newspapers -
once popular vehicles to reach a broad audience- have seen a
drastic and steady decline. Advertising revenue in newspapers
was $23.9 billion in 2011 down more than 50 percent over a
five-year period.The report also found mobile advertising
increased 149 percent to $1.6 billion in 2011. While mobile
advertising experienced the fastest growth of all the categories,
it still represents a tiny sliver of advertisers' total spend.

Washington: Rejecting oppo-
sition charges of a policy
paralysis on reforms back
home, Finance Minister
Pranab Mukherjee that the
United Progressive Alliance
was going ahead with a series
of reforms to spur the econo-
my.

"Reforms is a continuing
process. It's not that you can
stop and go," he told
reporters here at the end his
four-day visit to attend the
spring meetings of
International Monetary Fund
(IMF) and the World Bank.

Starting with the opening
of the Indian economy in the

1990s, with changes in the
industrial, foreign investment
and foreign trade policies,
India has continued on the
reform path, Mukherjee said
unfazed by Chief Economic
Advisor Kaushik Basu's
reported remark to a think
tank here that major reforms
were unlikely before the 2014
general elections.

"Recently we have
announced the new manufac-
turing policy and in the
budget I had announced a
series of measures to liber-
alise investment in external
commercial borrowings," he
noted. A mechanism had also

been introduced to attract
investment from abroad for
long term fund requirement
in the infrastructure sector.

"Therefore, you cannot say
that this is the reform and it
has been completed,"
Mukherjee said. "It's a contin-
uing process. It's an ongoing
process." On the legislative
front, there are a couple of
measures on the anvil and he
would try to get parliament's
approval on three important
bills to amend insurance,
pension fund and banking
laws either in the current
budget session or the next
one, he said.

Researchers are keen on exploring
Jupiter's icy moons, which may
resemble some of the planets found
orbiting stars beyond our solar sys-
tem, to assess their suitability for
life. Europa, Callisto and Jupiter's
largest moon, Ganymede, are all
believed to have liquid oceans
beneath their icy shells, as well as
organic chemistry and possible
sources of energy beyond the dim
amount of sunlight that reaches
their distant surfaces. 

These are all conditions that may
be required for life in much more
distant planetary bodies.

"We thought for quite some time
these were dead icy bodies, but we
have recently actually discovered a
fabulous collection of very geologi-
cally active things there," planetary
scientist Athena Coustenis, with the
Paris Observatory in France, said.

A newly proposed mission, The
Jupiter Icy Moons Explorer, nick-
named JUICE, would send a space-
craft to study the three moons and
their habitability.

Mission planners selected
Ganymede as an archetype of an
exoplanet water world like GJ
1214b, a super-Earth discovered
last year circling a star about 40
light-years from Earth.

"We think it is the best example
of a liquid environment trapped
between icy layers," JUICE science
study team member Olga Prieto
Ballesteros, with the Center of
Astrobiology in Madrid, Spain,
said. Europa poses an intriguing
model to those exploring the possi-
bility of alien life because its buried
ocean is believed to be in direct con-
tact with the moon's silicate mantle,
a source of salts and other elements. 

Europa is thought to be like exo-
planets that are between water
worlds and Earth-like bodies.

"The icy planetary bodies have
opened the possibility to find habi-
tats in deeper environments. We
can say that these icy bodies will
expand the classical concept of hab-
itability," which previously was
limited to places with liquid water
on the surface, Prieto Ballesteros
said. "The key question is are these
worlds habitable?" she said.

JUICE's job will be to character-
ize the moons using cameras, mul-
tiple-wavelength spectrometers for
chemical analysis, magnetic field
detectors, particle sensors,
sounders and radio science instru-
ments."These instruments are very
useful to study the habitability of
these satellites' environments,"
Prieto Ballesteros told Discovery
News.With them, JUICE will be
able to assess the moons' under-
ground liquid reservoirs and ana-
lyze their surface chemistry, includ-
ing any organic compounds.

"We think it's a necessary step in
the astrobiological exploration of
the solar system," she said.

If selected, JUICE would launch
in June 2022 and reach Jupiter in
2030. The mission is designed to
last 3.5 years.

Jupiter's moons
may hold clues for
life beyond Earth

Natural teak forests declining worldwide: UN
Yangon: Natural teak
forests are in decline world-
wide, almost half of which
grow in Myanmar, the UN
Food and Agricultural
Organization has said. Such
forests grow only in three
other countries today --
India, Laos and Thailand.

Asia holds over 90 per-
cent of the world's teak
resources, and India alone

manages 38 percent of the
world's planted teak forests.

FAO's global Teak
Resources and Market
Assessment report estimat-
ed that in 2010, the com-
bined area of natural teak
forest was about 29 million
hectares, and almost half of
which is in Myanmar.

It said the natural teak
forests declined by 385,000

hectares globally between
1992 and 2010. The study,
released last month, was
conducted in 60 tropical
countries.

Myanmar is the only
country that currently pro-
duces quality teak from nat-
ural forests. India, Laos and
Thailand have banned log-
ging in natural forests or log
exports.

In fact, we should encourage
boldness in decision making,
provided that the decisions are well
considered and as per the law of the
land… a civil servant who does not take decisions might
always be safe, but at the end of the day he or she would
have contributed nothing to our society and to our
country."

This is the eve of the Twelfth Five-Year Plan, there are
the new challenges and opportunities offered by
advancing technology, the bureaucracy should
"redouble" its efforts to achieve the goals of inclusive
growth, the Prime Minister said. The perception that
Singh's government is unable to push policy changes,
especially those related to second generation economic
reforms, has grown in recent months with key coalition
partners blocking or scuttling measures such as FDI in
multi-brand retail.Chief economic adviser Kaushik
Basu's remarks that major reforms were unlikely to click
in until 2014 ' subsequently clarified as not linked to the
general election scheduled for that year but to the easing
of the European economic crisis ' have brought on fresh
allegations that Manmohan Singh has become a "lame
duck" in mid-term.
