S gets honorable member of IBP

Stay away from divisive politic

LUCKNOW: On the personal
interviews to select candidates for
block presidents, Congress vice-
president Rahul Gandhi advised
party workers against indulging in
divisive politics. After facing a
rout in the UP assembly elections
2012, a large part of which was
attributed to internal bickering
and factionalism, the party is unwilling to risk a repeat
in the LokSabha elections. Despite being a Gandhi
pocket borough, the Congress lost eight out of 10 seats
and managed to save only the reserved Jagdishpur
constituency and Tiloi in Amethi district in the
assembly elections. The Congress had lost all five
assembly seats in Sonia Gandhi's constituency
Rae Bareli.
With the Lok Sabha elections approaching and
Congress's prestige at stake, Rahul has asked party
workers to maintain unity and stay away from

groupism. Apart from conducting personal interviews
with the remaining candidates of five blocks and five
town areas, Rahul and his sister Priyanka Vadra also
interacted with Pradesh Congress Committee
members and acknowledged that the late start to
preparations was among the reasons for party's
debacle in the assembly elections. Ahead of Lok
Sabha elections, though, Rahul said workers should
come together to work for the party as a team. The
results of the interviews, sources said, are expected to
bereleased in a week.

Priyanka and Rahul also informed party workers
about the different welfare schemes launched by the
UPA-II and emphasised that the party workers must
make effort to create awareness about them among the
masses. Expressing concern over the tardy
implementation of the midday meal scheme and
public distribution system, Rahul said both the
government and the public would have to consciously
fight for proper implementation.

Indore and Bhopal metros will
be first in Northern India

Urban Administration Minister Shri Gaur discusses metro DPR

BHOPAL: Urban Administration and
Development Minister Shri Babulal Gaur has
said that metro rails of Bhopal and Indore will
the first in Northern India.

Bhopal Metro Team Leader Dr. Helmut Gerndt
informed that metro service was started in year
1902 in Germany's Berlin city. Bhopal and
Indore's metros will also be constructed in view
of requirements of next 100 years. The
delegation comprised Dr. Carsten Simonis, Shri
Olaf Sholtz Knobloh and Mumbai's Shri Rohit
Gupta. Metro measuring 28.50 km costing Rs.
6000 crore will be constructed in Bhopal and
32.16 km costing Rs. 7,500 crore in Indore.

The certainty of success — learning from the
past

Looking back at some of the successes I and
others I know have experienced in life it seems
clear that one ingredient is absolutely necessary
to success and victory in any endeavour you
undertake. That ingredient is an unwavering
faith in your ability to achieve something. It is an
inner peace, assurance and confidence that can
be described as “certainty.” Benjamin Franklin
said “In this world nothing can be said to be
certain, except death and taxes.” But I dare
disagree and add that success is certain for the
man who believes he can succeed.

The certainty of success —a military story
I'have seen it at work many times. One such case,
I remember well, was when we decided, with a
friend of mine who is also a doctor, to join the
military. We had some idea of the rigours of
military training and had heard stories of people
that had attempted it and failed or quit. But, and
this is the crucial thing, before we joined we
never once discussed the possibility of failing.
We never once made any plans or allowance for
failure. We had decided to join the military and
as far as we were concerned only 6 months of
military training lay between us and getting to be
officers in the air force.

[ was quite surprised that many people I told the
news were very negative about it. They said how
difficult military training was and how much
pain and suffering we would be put through. The
sleepless nights, physical exhaustion, hard
labour and all that we would go through were all
emphasized. Only one or two people saw the end
from the beginning. They saw us becoming
officers.

It was so bad that by the time we got to the
military academy I was all too aware of what
awaited us. But, and this is the crucial thing,
failure was still never on my mind. I went there
to get into the military. There was only one
outcome possible — becoming an officer. I saw
this very same determination in my friend whom
I'had gone with.

The certainty of success —mental weakness
We were both not much to admire physically. I
was thin and with my glasses on rather nerdy
looking, and he was on the shorter side. It was no
surprise that many expected us to quit after a few
weeks. When we got to the military academy we
found that there were plenty of people around
that looked very impressive physically.

I remember thinking how easy the training
would be for them. I was wrong. A few weeks
into it the strain and stress began to take its toll.
Some of the people that looked the strongest due
to physical prowess, started to show weakness. It
was not a physical weakness, but a mental one.
You could hear it in their talk. You could see it on
their faces. They were defeated mentally.
Complaints, discouragement and uncertainty
were evident in them. Not surprisingly, quite a
few of them quit or ran away. My friend and [
began to notice this and we would avoid
spending time with them. We continually
encouraged each other by thinking and talking
about what we would achieve at the end of it all.

Distant seismic
activity can
trigger quakes at
'fracking' sites

Powerful earthquakes thousands of miles
(km) away can trigger swarms of minor
quakes near wastewater-injection wells like
those used in oil and gas recovery, scientists
reported on Thursday, sometimes followed
months later by quakes big enough to
destroy buildings.

The discovery, published in the journal
Science by one of the world's leading
seismology labs, threatens to make
hydraulic fracturing, or "fracking," which
involves injecting fluid deep underground,
even more controversial.

It comes as the U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency conducts a study of the
effects of fracking, particularly the disposal
of wastewater, which could form the basis
ofregulations on oil and gas drilling.
Geologists have known for 50 years that
injecting fluid underground can increase
pressure on seismic faults and make them
more likely to slip. The result is called an
"induced" quake.

A recent surge in U.S. oil and gas
production - much of it using vast amounts
of water to crack open rocks and release
natural gas, as in fracking, or to bring up oil
and gas from standard wells - has been
linked to an increase in small to moderate
induced earthquakes in Oklahoma,
Arkansas, Ohio, Texas and Colorado.

Now seismologists at Columbia University
say they have identified three quakes - in
Oklahoma, Colorado and Texas - that were
triggered at injection-well sites by a major
earthquake a long distance away.

"The fluids (in wastewater injection wells)
are driving the faults to their tipping point,"
said Nicholas van der Elst of Columbia's
Lamont-Doherty Earth Observatory in
Palisades, New York, who led the study. It
was funded by the National Science
Foundation and the U.S. Geological
Survey.

Fracking opponents' main concern is that it
will release toxic chemicals into water
supplies, said John Armstrong, a
spokesman for New Yorkers Against
Fracking, an advocacy group.

But "when you tell people the process is
linked to earthquakes, the reaction is,
'what? They're doing something that can
cause earthquakes?' This really should be a
stark warning," he said.

Fracking proponents reacted cautiously to
the study. "More fact-based research ...
aimed at further reducing the very rare
occurrence of seismicity associated with
underground injection wells is welcomed,
and will certainly help enable more
responsible natural gas development," said
Kathryn Klaber, chief executive of the
Marcellus Shale Coalition.
