Kapil Sibbal wants a law to stop
abuse of social media

NEW DELHI: With Facebook
agreeing to the government's
demand and removing hate
content from its website,
Communications and IT
Minister Kapil Sibbal said the
government needs to take strict
action against those violating
the law, and added that there is
a need for a law to stop the
abuse of social media.

Sibbal said if anybody commits a criminal act by
misusing technology, then he should be
punished."There is no censorship in this. If
technology is misused and a criminal act is
committed, then we should definitely punish those
behind it. For that, we don't have any mechanism as of
now," said Sibbal.

"We will have to make an attempt in this regard after
talking to the various sites so that an institutional
mechanism is fixed and violations do not take place.
And ifit takes place despite this, there should be a law
so that the guilty is punished," he added. Sibbal
further said Facebook and Google have agreed to
support the government in this regard. "Facebook and
Google have supported us and accepted the fact that
the content on the websites was not correct. But this is
the first step.

The question which now arises is that the people who
started this, did they take any step because of which
communal disharmony took place in India and houses
of'the people were destroyed and a few even lost their
lives," said Sibbal. Sibbal, who also holds the charge
of Human Resource and Development (HRD)
Ministry, pointed out that the next step should be to
punish all those responsible for misusing the

websites. "Who is responsible for this? The next step
is to find out the identity of those people. We are
facing some problems in this. And I believe that in the
next few days we will have to think what we can do
within our law, and how can we take the law forward
in these cases so that with the help of these websites in
the coming days we can trace down those who
misused it," said Sibbal. "If anybody has violated the
law, then how he should be punished," he added. In the
wake of appeals by India to remove hate posts, world's
largest social networking website, Facebook, has
agreed to remove content, block pages or even disable
accounts of those users who upload contents that
incite violence or perpetuate hate speech.

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Musical training in
childhood makes for
better listeners
later in life

Practicing music for only few years in
childhood may help improve brain
functions in adulthood particularly when
it comes to listening and the complex
processing of sound, according to a new
Northwestern University study.The
impact of music on the brain has been a hot
topic in science in the past decade. Now
Northwestern researchers for the first time
have directly examined what happens
after children stop playing a musical
instrument after only a few years-a
common childhood experience.
Compared to peers with no musical
training, adults with one to five years of
musical training as children had enhanced
brain responses to complex sounds,
making them more effective at pulling out
the fundamental frequency of the sound
signal. The fundamental frequency, which
is the lowest frequency in sound, is crucial
for speech and music perception, allowing
recognition of sounds in complex and
noisy auditory environments."Thus,
musical training as children makes better
listeners later in life," said Nina Kraus, the
Hugh Knowles Professor of
Neurobiology, Physiology and
Communication Sciences at
Northwestern."Based on what we already
know about the ways that music helps
shape the brain," she said, "the study
suggests that short-term music lessons
may enhance lifelong listening and
learning."

A running theme in Kraus' research is
"your past shapes your present."

"The way you hear sound today is dictated
by the experiences with sound you've had
up until today. This new finding is a clear
embodiment of this theme," she said.In
past research, Kraus and her team
examined how bilingual upbringing and
long-term music lessons affect the
auditory brain and how the brain changes
after a few weeks of intensive auditory
experiences, such as computerized
training. Their current research is
investigating the impact of socio-
economic hardships on adolescent brain
function.

"We hope to use this new finding, in
combination with past discoveries, to
understand the type of education and
remediation strategies, such as music
classes and auditory-based training that
might be most effective in combating the
negative impact of poverty," she said.By
understanding the brain's capacity to
change and then maintain these changes,
the research can inform the development
of effective and long-lasting auditory-
based educational and rehabilitative
programs.

MISS World 2012 in China

ORDOS: Miss China won the coveted title of
Miss World on Saturday, triumphing on home
soil during a glitzy final held in a mining city
on the edge ofthe Gobi desert.

The mostly Chinese audience erupted in
cheers, and fireworks lit up the sky, when it
was announced that the home candidate, Yu
Wenxia, had been awarded the coveted title.
"When I was young I felt very lucky because
so many people helped me, and I hope in the
future I can help more children to feel lucky,"
Yu, a 23-year-old aspiring music teacher said
when asked why she should be crowned.

Yu, who became China's second Miss World
winner, appeared on stage in a dazzling array
of ballgowns during the two-hour final and
serenaded the audience with a piercing
rendition of a popular Chinese song.

Last year's Miss World, Ivian Sarcos of
Venezuela, handed over her crown to Yu, who
wore a sparkling blue dress, in the futuristic
Dongsheng stadium in the northeastern city

of Ordos. Miss Mexico, Mariana Reynoso,
had been the bookmakers' favourite for the
title, but failed to make the last seven
candidates despite a strong showing in the
early rounds of the pageant. Miss Wales,
Sophie Moulds, came in second, while Miss
Australia, Jessica Kahawaty, finished third.
The final, watched by a worldwide TV
audience of an estimated one billion viewers,
included a nod to the culture of Inner
Mongolia, with a performance by a group of
Mongolian musicians playing the erhu, a
traditional two-stringed instrument.

Ordos, which sits around 700 kilometres (440
miles) from the nearest beach, was an
unlikely setting for the world's biggest beauty
pageant. The city has grown rich over the past
decade on the back of a coal mining boom that
has transformed it from a sandstorm-aftlicted
backwater into one of the wealthiest places in
China. The boom triggered a frenzy of
building in the city, but the local government
has struggled to fill the vast tower blocks that
sprung up, earning it the title of China's
biggest ghost town.
