INDORE: Pressing for an overhaul
of the country's education sector,
President Pranab Mukherjee said
there is a need for investment and a
comprehensive policy which will
help India to adapt to changing
global educational challenges. "We
should not only make investment in
education but we must have a sound
national education policy which will adapt to the
changing needs," he said at the convocation ceremony
of Devi Ahilya Vishwavidyalaya here. The
Government proposes to set up an education
commission to draft a new education policy,
Mukherjee said.

"The last modifications to the National Policy on
Education took place in 1992 after that there has been
a sea change in technology especially communication
technology through internet and mobile phones," he
said. Emphasising on the need for investment in
education sector, the President said, "If one

investment can truly define a subtle linkage to future
progress, it is investment in education." Noting that
72% of Madhya Pradesh's population is living in rural
areas, Mukherjee said adequate interventions in terms

of policies, plans and approaches are needed for the
education of students drawn from tribal and rural
backgrounds to make them globally competent.

He expressed concerns over the lack of quality in
institutions to produce graduates for the global
market. "I am repeating like a parrot with my
interaction with academicians during and at other
places I share my concerns which I first shared in 2012
at IIT Kharagpur how come that no single Indian
university finds its place in the top 200 universities of
the world?" the President asked. He said there was no
dearth of "good quality" teachers and faculty which
can facilitate "good quality" students and create a
conducive atmosphere in institutions.

Calling for a wide-ranging partnership between
educational institutes and industry, Mukherjee said
they should work together to provide better
infrastructure to students. Lok Sabha Speaker Sumitra
Mahajan, Madhya Pradesh Governor Ram Naresh
Yadav, Chief Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan and
state government ministers Kailash Vijaywargiya and
Umashankar Gupta among others were present during
the function at the university.

The University, which was established in 1964, is also
alma mater of Mahajan and Vijaywargiya.

SRIHARIKOTA:The Indian
Space Research Organisation's
(ISRO's) PSLV C23 lifted off from
Sriharikota in the presence of
Prime Minster Narendra Modi.

The 230-ton Polar Satellite Launch
Vehicle (PSLV) lifted off at 9:52
am, carrying five satellites from
four countries namely France, Germany, Canada
and Singapore.

This is a "global endorsement of India's space
capability", said Prime Minister Narendra Modi
after the successful launch of an Indian rocket that
carried five foreign satellites. Modi said:
"Congratulations to everybody." "I feel specially
privileged to witness this event in person," said
Modi who clapped as the Polar Satellite Launch
Vehicle-C23 (PSLV-C23) - standing around 44.4
metres tall and weighing around 230 ton - tore into
the bright morning skies with orange flames fiercely
burning at its tail.

The rocket's main luggage is the 714 kg French earth

observation satellite SPOT-7. Piggybacking on the
main luggage are the four small satellites viz: 14-kg
AISAT of Germany; NLS7.1 (CAN-X4) and
NLS7.2 (CAN-X5) from Canada each weighing 15

kg; and the 7-kg VELOX-1 of Singapore. He
described it as "global endorsement of India's space
capability".

NASA's plan is to grab an asteroid with a giant
claw or capture it with a giant inflatable bag. The
asteroid would be parked above the moon, with
astronauts exploring in a later mission. NASA
executive Lindley Johnson said there will
eventually be about 10 possible rocks for capture
in the early 2020s, but they may not all be small
asteroids. There's a second option NASA is
considering: Sending a spacecraft to a much
larger asteroid, using a claw to pluck off a
boulder that's less than 30 feet and taking it near
to the moon. NASA will decide which option to
pursue by the end of the year, said Michele
Gates, program director for the asteroid mission.
So far, NASA has three candidates for each
option. But Johnson said he expects more to be
identified. NASA doesn't have to choose its final
target until a year before launch, which could be
as early as 2019. But press conference
highlighted 2011 MD. That's because when it
came close to Earth in 2011, it was examined by
telescopes on Earth and the Spitzer Space
Telescope. Details of the asteroid were
published in an astronomy journal.

NEW DELHI: It has been quite some time that the Indian telecom industry is talking about
the fourth generation (4G) technology but is the market and the subscribers ready for it?
Experts feel it will take another couple of years for 4G to gain steam and become a mass
product and the ecosystem around it to mature. So far only Bharti Airtel has launched 4G in
India and Reliance Jio Infocomm is planning to launch it commercially in 2015. The
technology (4G) is intended to provide wireless internet access at a much higher speed than
3G. "4G launch is taking time in India. Availability of devices is a major concern. The
readiness of eco-system is important, so is customer readiness. Perhaps the larger mass has not
yet felt the need for 4G in India. It will take some more time to kick-off in India. Pricing will be
an important factor as far as getting the mass market is concerned," Jaideep Ghosh, partner,
KPMG Advisory Services.
