Modi Offers $10B Credit Line To Africa,
Promises Cooperation Against Terrorism

India-Africa Summit 2015 concludes in New Delhi

NEW DELHI: Indian Prime Minister Narendra Modi
announced that the country will provide a $10 billion
concessional credit to Africa in the next five years,
along with a $600 million grant assistance. Modi
made the announcement during a speech at the third
India-Africa Forum Summit in Indian capital New
Delhi. Modi said that the credit line will be in addition
to the ongoing credit program in Africa, adding that
the grant assistance includes “an India-Africa
Development Fund of $100 million and an India-

Africa Health Fund of $10 million.” The assistance
will also include 50,000 scholarships available in
India over the next five years to support expansion of
institutions for enhancing skills, training and learning
in the 54 African countries.

Modi also announced in his speech that India will
increase its cooperation with Africa on maritime
security to counter “terrorism and extremism.” He
added that India will support the African Union by
training African peacekeepers in India and Africa. The
announcement comes as African nations face Islamist
threats with groups like al Qaeda in the Islamic
Maghreb (based in Algeria), al-Shabab (based in
Somalia) and Boko Haram (based in Nigeria)
increasing their violence.

“We wish to deepen our cooperation in maritime
security and hydrography, and countering terrorism
and extremism; and, why we must have a UN
Comprehensive Convention on International
Terrorism,” Modi said during the speech, according to
a statement on his blog, adding: “We must also have a
stronger voice in decisions on UN Peacekeeping
Missions.”

It was East Zone's turn this
time around to pick the president, and all six
associations of the zone proposed Manohar's
name. As he was the lone candidate in the
fray, Manohar was elected for the second
time. Among the six proposers of Manohar's
name was Dalmiya's son Avishek, who was
representing the National Cricket Club
(NCC) in the SGM. The others who too
proposed Manohar to assume the board
chief's post were Sourav Ganguly from
Bengal, Sourav Dasgupta from Tripura,
Gautam Roy from Assam, Ashirbad Behera.

next billion people to Internet: Zuckerberg

NEW DELHI: Facebook founder Mark
Zuckerberg said that India is crucial to the
company's mission to connect the next billion
people to the Internet, and added that one job
is created for every 10 people that get access
to Web, as he pitched connectivity as a tool
for removing poverty. "India is the world's
largest democracy... When you have a
mission of connecting a billion people in the
world, you can't do that without connecting
everyone in India," Zuckerberg told a

cheering crowd of around 1,000 students and
guests at IIT-Delhi. "Over a billion people in
India do not have access to the Internet," he
said. "For every 10 people that get access to
Internet, one job is created and one gets lifted
out of poverty. There's just a tremendous
opportunity in India," he added. Zuckerberg
said that Facebook had made investments in
introducing new types of schools in Africa.
"Hope to bring them to India too."

The 31-year-old billionaire was addressing
his first town hall in India - Facebook's
secondlargest market after the US with
around 137 million users - on his second visit
to the country. His visit comes around a
month after his public meeting with Prime
Minister Narendra Modi on the latter's recent
trip to the US. At that meeting, Zuckerberg
had worn a suit and a tie, a far cry what he
usually wears, he stuck to his trademark grey
T-shirt and dark blue jeans.
