He
also said that many countries do not know where to
invest money. He said his government was laying
thrust on three sectors particularly-agriculture,
services and manufacturing along with building the
physical and digital infrastructure simultaneously.
Noting that India is a "heaven" for investors, Modi
said, "I do not believe that there is dearth of money.
Countries have money but do not know where to
invest. I am giving them the address. Here is the place
(India) “I am happy that I am connecting with Mark
Zuckerberg, the person responsible for everyone over
the world connecting,” Modi said. "I hope you can
become the inspiration and aspiration of Indians
worldwide." Narendra Modi said social media has
strengthened the bond between the government and
people."Social media can tell the government where
it's going wrong, gives them opportunity for cross
correction, this is the strength of democracy," he said
during a question answer session at the Facebook
Headquarters here.

KATHMANDU: Nepal's parliament passed a
new national constitution, weeks after political
leaders reached a historic agreement to create a
federal state following an earthquake that
killed nearly 9,000 people. A loud cheer went
up in the House as Speaker Subash Nembang
announced that the long-delayed bill had been
passed, with 507 of the 598 lawmakers voting
in favour.

The marathon vote, which followed violent
protests that have killed more than 40 people
and shut down large swathes of the south. The
new charter will replace an interim
constitution in place since the end of a decade-
long civil war that led to the abolition of the

Hindu monarchy, and is due to come into force.
It will divide the Himalayan nation of 28
million people into seven federal provinces, a
move aimed at devolving power from the
centre, but which critics say will not do enough
to empower historically marginalised groups.
They include the Madhesi and Tharu ethnic
minorities, who mainly inhabit the country's
southern plains and who claim that the new
internal borders will leave them
underrepresented.

Political leaders counter that no deal would
have pleased everyone, and point to the
urgency of ending the long stand-off over the
constitution so that the country can start
rebuilding. Work on a new constitution began
in 2008, two years after the end of a civil war
between state forces and Maoist guerrillas
seeking to depose an autocratic king and end
high levels of social inequality. For years the
parties were unable to agree on the terms of the
new charter, but Nepal's three biggest political
forces -- the Nepali Congress, UML and
Maoist parties -- ended the deadlock in June
after a 7.8-magnitude quake that killed nearly
8,900 people and destroyed around half a
million homes.

Users will have to keep record of personal chats on
social media and instant messengers for last 90
days, says draft encryption policy.

Draft also puts onus on govt institutions,
PSUs and private business establishments to
maintain records. Preserving unencrypted records
could leave critical data vulnerable to hackers and
foreign intelligence agencies.
