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GENEVA: India has 
climbed 16 places to the 
39th rank on the global 
competitiveness index 
prepared by the World 
Economic Forum, in a 
big boost to Prime 
Minister  Narendra 
Modi government's 

reform initiatives. The World Economic 
Forum's global competitiveness index 
assesses the competitiveness landscape of 
138 economies, providing insight into the 
drivers of their productivity and 
prosperity. The jump of 16 places for 
India from last year's 55th place is the 

highest for any economy this year. India is 
also the second-most competitive among 
BRICS nations behind neighbouring 
China, which is ranked at the 28th 
position.This is the second year in a row 
India's ranking has jumped 16 spots in the 
index. For the eighth straight time, the list 
is topped by Switzerland as the most 
competitive economy. Singapore and the 
US are at the second and third positions, 
respectively. On the index, India has a 
score of 4.52 while that of Switzerland is 
5.81. At the fourth spot is Netherlands, 
followed by Germany (5), Sweden (6) and 
the UK (7), Japan (8), Hong Kong (9) and 
Finland (10) .

NEW DELHI: India conducted surgical strikes last 
night along the LoC to safeguard our nation, the 
Defence Ministry said on Thursday. “Significant 
casualties have been caused to terrorists and those 
trying to shield them. We don't have a plan to further 
conduct such strikes. India has spoken to Pakistan,” 
DGMO Lt Gen Ranbir Singh said.“Based on 
receiving specific and credible inputs that some 
terrorist teams had positioned themselves at launch 
pads along Line of Control to carryout infiltration and 
conduct terrorist strikes inside Jammu and Kashmir 
and in various metros in other states, the Indian Army 
conducted surgical strikes at several of these launch 
pads to pre-empt infiltration by terrorists. The 
operations were focussed on ensuring that these 

terrorists do not succeed in their design to cause 
destruction and endanger the lives of our citizens.
“During these counter terrorist operations significant 
casualties were caused to terrorists and those 
providing support to them. The operations aimed at 
neutralizing terrorists have since ceased. We do not 
have any plans for further continuation. However, the 
Indian Armed Forces are fully prepared for any 
contingency that may arise,” the DGMO said. No 
Indian casualties occurred during the surgical strikes 
that were carried out last night by the Indian Army.
“We have recovered items including GPS which have 
Pakistani markings. Captured terrorists hailing from 
PoK or Pakistan have confessed to their training in 
Pakistan or in Pakistan controlled region,” Singh said.
“I spoke to the Pak DGMO, shared our concerns and 
told him that we conducted surgical strikes last night: 
DGMO Singh said. PM Narendra Modi had informed 
President Pranab Mukherjee, Vice President and 
former Prime Minister Mahmohan Singh on the 
surgical strikes. Jammu and Kashmir Governor and 
CM Mehbooba Mufti have also been informed about 
the surgical strike. Home Minister Rajnath Singh has 
informed Chief Ministers of Punjab, West Bengal and 
Odisha, CPI-M's Sitaram Yechury and Congress' 
Ghulam Nabi Azad about surgical strikes.

NEW DELHI: Terming the newly-inducted 
Railways officers as agents of change, President 
Pranab Mukherjee asked them to ensure safety of 
passengers who have reposed tremendous trust in 
them. The Railways, with its glorious history, is one of 
the few institutions which can truly be called the 
unifier of the nation, he said during a meeting with a 
group of probationers from six railways services here 
at Rashtrapati Bhavan. They (probationers) would 
confront new problems as the world is changing fast. 

However, they should be able to meet those 
challenges with a spirit of innovation, an open mind 
and willingness to learn. The nation expects them to 
face the challenges with fortitude as they are the 
agents of change, Mukherjee said. "It (the Railways) 
connects people across the length and breath of the 
country with a rail network of more than sixty-six 
thousand kilometres. The Railways continues to be 
the main source of connectivity for people as well as 
the movement of goods," the President said. 
Mukherjee said the probationers should always 
remember that people have reposed in them 
tremendous trust. Therefore, they should carry out 
their responsibilities with dedication and ensure 
punctuality and safety of passengers. The

But on the personal front, his life was in shambles as his 
relationship with Madhubala had just ended. However, 
this is not the story of Madhubala, but of the teenager and 

her heartthrob, Dilip Kumar. Saira Banu had to return 
brokenhearted that day, as the actor didn't make it to the 
premiere. A year later, she made her debut in the film 
industry with 'Junglee' opposite Shammi Kapoor and there 
was no looking back. She went on to star opposite the 
leading men of her time, Biswajeet, Joy Mukherjee, 
Rajendra Kumar and of course Dilip Kumar. However, it 
was the much-married Rajendra Kumar the young actress 
lost her heart to. Their love was doomed from the 
beginning because of 'Jubilee' Kumar's marital status. And 
it was Naseem who played cupid between Saira and her 
childhood crush Dilip. Rumour has it that Naseem wanted 
Dilip to talk Saira out of her relationship with Rajendra 
and eventually the 'Tragedy King' fell in love with his 
Sagina Mahato co-star. He proposed and it was an offer 
she couldn't refuse. And the two got married on October 
11,1966. He was 44 and she was barely 22. Many 
eyebrows were raised and people were quick to forecast a 
failed marriage. How-ever, 47 years and the two have 
stuck by each other through thick and thin. And when the 
veteran actor was recently taken ill, Saira stood by him 
like a rock.

Dilip Kumar and Saira Banu's love story Amitabh�Bachchan's
journey�to�the�top

Manoj Kumar is known as one of the best actors that 
Bollywood has ever produced. Known for acting and 
directing films with patriotic themes, he is also nicknamed 
as 'Bharat Kumar'. 
Manoj Kumar's real name is Harikrishna Giri Goswami. He 

was born on July 24, 1937. He was born to a Brahmin family 
in Abbottabad, a town of Khyber-Pakhtunkhwa, which 

was a part of India before partition. Manoj Kumar 
was only 10 when his family moved to Delhi. 
He did his graduation from Hindu College, Delhi University. As a youth, he 
admired Bollywood superstar Dilip Kumar so much that he decided to name 
himself Manoj Kumar after Dilip's character in Shabnam. He made his debut 
in a film named Fashion in 1957, but the movie did not bring him any kind of 
laurels. Manoj landed his first leading role in Kaanch Ki Gudia (1960) 
opposite Sayeeda Khan. On former Prime Minister Lal Bahadur Shastri's 
request, Manoj made Upkaar. In it, he played both a soldier and a farmer. He 
won the Filmfare award for Best Director. After his movie Kranti (1981) did 
well in box office, he quit acting in 1995 as his movies were not performing 
well. Manoj Kumar is married to Shashi Goswami and has two sons- Vishal 
and Kunal. Manoj Kumar has won several awards in his career. He was 
awarded Padma Shri by the Government of India in 1992. 

Veteran Actor Manoj Kumar

From being an angry young man to the 
Shahenshah of Bollywood, Amitabh Harivansh 
Srivastava has travelled a long way. Over the 
years he has not only grown bigger and more 
iconic with each passing year but he has 
become an institution that is inseparable from 
the lore of Indian cinema. Filmmakers aspire to 
cast him in their creations and screenplay 
writers dream of weaving celluloid magic 
based on his onscreen histrionics. Because 
beyond the aura of an Amitabh Bachchan, 
beyond the facade of the Big B, there beats the soul of a consummate 
performer - an artiste for whom celluloid is a dimension of existence 
and expression. Amitabh Rai Bachchan and younger brother Ajitabh 
grew up in a household where free expression was their artistic legacy. 
Father Harivansh Rai had already established himself as poet in the 
Hindi language, yet he was a doctorate in English literature from 
Cambridge University. Mother Teji Bachchan had a keen interest in 
theatre and provided Amitabh with his first spark of interest in the 
performing arts but films were something that was never really an 
option. Amitabh says, "I never thought as a child that I'll enter films. 
When we went to see films in Allahabad, I never imagined that one day 
I'll be on the big screen." Amitabh began his studies in Allahabad and 
then went to Sherwood College, a boarding school in the hills of 
Nainital and it was at Sherwood that the young Amitabh found his 
passion for acting. The tall and lanky young man boarded a train that 
took him to the city of opportunity and heartbreak. Bombay did not 
embrace its biggest creation to be with open arms. It was a ruthless 
place where dreams were bought and sold and where deification of a 
silver screen god masked the plaintive call of a thousand broken hopes 
lying crushed on an unfeeling studio floor. For some time it seemed 
that Amitabh's unconventional looks and great height would see him 
make his way back to a life of dejection. E v e r y  
filmmaker that he approached thought he was too 
tall at 6 feet 3 inches. They thought him a bit 
too dark to be exposed on film. But 
Amitabh was still the nice tall young 
man who could act. It was only with 
his 13th film that anger entered the 
scene and it was Zanjeer that 
catapulted Amitabh to fame. But then 
when he was at the height of his 
popularity, there came a hiccup in his 
career and his life. On the sets of Coolie, 
Amitabh was seriously injured while 
filming a fight sequence. He was rushed 
to the hospital and initial reports said 
that the injury was serious, even 
life-threatening. His fans were 
devastated. They feared for him 
and all across the country 
people prayed that  the 
almighty would return their 
icon to them. Amitabh made a 
stable recovery and after some 
initial questions about his 
continuance in Bollywood, 
the superstar returned to reign 
at the top.
