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GENEVA: To cheers and standing ovations, scientists at the world's
biggest atom smasher claimed the discovery of a new subatomic particle,
calling it "consistent" with the long-sought Higgs boson - popularly
known as the "God particle" - that helps explain what gives all matter in the
universe size and shape.

We have now found the missing cornerstone of particle physics, "Rolf
Heuer, director of the European Center for Nuclear Research (CERN), told
scientists. He said the newly discovered subatomic particle is a boson, but
he stopped just shy of claiming outright that it is the Higgs boson itself- an
extremely fine distinction.

As a layman, I think we did it, "he told the elated crowd. We have a
discovery. We have observed a new particle that is consistent with a Higgs
boson."

The Higgs boson, which until now has been a theoretical particle, is seen as
the key to understanding why matter has mass, which combines with
gravity to give an object weight. The idea is much like gravity and Isaac
Newton's discovery of it: Gravity was there all the time before Newton
explained it. But now scientists have seen something very much like the
Higgs boson and can put that knowledge to further use.

CERN's atom smasher, the $10 billion Large Hadron Collider on the
Swiss-French border, has been creating high-energy
collisions of protons to investigate dark matter,
antimatter and the creation of the universe, which
many theorize occurred in a massive explosion
known as the Big Bang.

Two independent terms at CERN said, they have
both "observed" a new subatomic particle- a boson.
Heuer called it "most probable a Higgs boson, but
Sl we have to find out what kind of Higgs bosoniitis."
Asked whether the find is a discovery, Heuer
answered, "As a layman, I think we have it. Butas a
scientist, [ have to say, "What do we have?"

Dell bids $2.32 bln for Quest Software

U.S. trade panel to revisit

REUTERS: Quest Software Inc has received
an improved bid from Dell Inc to buy the
maker of enterprise management software for
about $2.32 billion, a source close to the
matter said on Monday.

Two bidders have recently been competing to
buy Quest: a buyout group led by private
investment firm Insight Venture Partners, and
an undisclosed bidder. On Monday, a source

™
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close to the matter told Reuters that the
mystery bidder was actually Dell, the No. 2
U.S. PC maker. Quest disclosed on Monday
that it had received an improved bid of $27.50
per share in cash from the mystery bidder, but
did not reveal the bidder's identity.

Reuters reported on May 25 that Dell planned
to offer $23 to $26 per share to buy Quest. The
source who spoke to Reuters on Monday
requested anonymity because the takeover
talks are private. Dell declined to comment on
Monday, and a Quest representative was not

immediately available for comment.

Major tech companies have often preferred to
keep their identities private when bidding
wars heat up. This helps prevent the bidder
from feeling compelled to overpay and also
spares it the public embarrassment of an
unsuccessful takeover attempt.

One of the last public battles occurred when
Dell fiercely competed against Hewlett-
Packard Co for data storage company 3Par Inc
in2010.

Dell spurred that fight with an $18-a-share
bid, but HP ended up buying the company for
$33 ashare.

Dell's latest offer for Quest beats an earlier bid
of nearly $2.17 billion or $25.75 a share from
the Insight Venture Partners buyout group
which includes Vector Capital.

Shares of Quest were up 5.3 percent at $27.60
on Monday afternoon on the Nasdagq,
suggesting that investors expect a counter-
offer to emerge. Dell shares were down 1.9
percentat $11.97.

Jefferies analyst Aaron Schwartz wrote in a
note on Monday that the flexibility of the
buyout group is limited at and beyond the
$27.50 to $28.00 level. An amended bid
would require Insight and Vector to increase
their equity commitments and change the debt
financing structure.

JPMorgan Chase & Co, RBC Capital Markets
and Barclays are currently providing
approximately $1.2 billion for the joint bid
from Insight and Vector.

The smartphone industry has
seen dozens of lawsuits on
several continents. The legal
challenges are a proxy for the
larger fight for market share
between Apple and companies
that make smartphones that use
Google Inc's Android software.
ITC Judge Thomas Pender had
said in a preliminary ruling that
Apple infringed on a patent for
eliminating noise and other
interference during voice and data
transmissions. Motorola Mobility had
originally accused Apple of violating three
other patents - including one for touchscreen
technology - but the ITC judge found that the
company infringed just one.

Motorola Mobility had asked for the
infringing devices to be barred from
importation into the United States. The full
commission is expected to issue a final ruling
in August.

Companies such as Ford
Motor Co , Supervalu and Deloitte
are customers.

The 400-employee firm will keep
its headquarters in San Francisco
but will become part of Microsoft's
Office unit under Kurt DelBene in
Seattle. Yammer will still be led by
current CEO David Sacks, a
former PayPal executive.

The service should fill a growing
gap that Microsoft was struggling
to fill with its SharePoint
application for creating private
websites for intra-company

projects.

"This acquisition will immediately
make Microsoft a strong
competitor in the enterprise social
market," said Larry Cannell, an
analyst at tech research firm
Gartner. "It was a stretch to call the
capabilities in SharePoint's MySite
feature a social network site."

With Yammer, employees can use
a private, online company
directory to contact co-workers,
form networks, chat, share links
and post news. A basic version of
Yammer is free, but a subscription
buys more security and integration
with other company-wide
software. Yammer's subscription-
based business model makes it
different from ad-driven network
companies like Facebook or
LinkedIn Corp.

The deal, which values Yammer's
users at about $240 each, may
ignite interest in companies
offering similar services, such as
Salesforce.com Inc , Jive Software
Inc and Telligent.

School's end clears up
New York students'
mystery twitching

Students whose mysterious twitches drew a
national spotlight will accept their high school
diplomas on Sunday, with most of them back to
normal after a controversial diagnosis that the
actions were caused by attention from social
and news media.

A total of 20 patients - almost all of them girls
enrolled at Le Roy Junior/Senior High School -
first began exhibiting involuntary movements
in October 2011 in this working class town
about 50 miles east of Buffalo.

Doctors and state health department officials
made the quick but controversial diagnoses of
conversion disorder, in which psychological
stress causes patients to suffer physical
symptoms, and mass psychogenic illness, in
which members of a tight-knit group
subconsciously copy behavior.

Doctors determined the attention from social
media and mainstream media aggravated the
problem, and discouraged patients from
participating in either. The result, doctors say,
is that most of the patients shed the Tourette-
like symptoms and returned to a "normal life"
in time for high school graduation on Sunday.
"The vindication for us is that the patients are
better. They've got their lives back," said Dr.
Laszlo Mechtler, who treated 15 of the girls at
Dent Neurologic Institute, one of the nation's
largest neurology clinics. He said his patients
were "80 to 90 percent" cured.

As the problem spiraled in the tiny community,
celebrity doctors like Dr. Drew Pinsky hosted
some of the girls on national television, others
girls appeared regularly on local television and
in print media with headlines about their
"mystery illness." The girls posted updates on
their seemingly bizarre condition to Facebook
and videos of their symptoms to YouTube.

"We noticed that the kids who were not in the
media were getting better; the kids who were in
the media were still very symptomatic,"
Mechtler said.

"One thing we've learned is how social media
and mainstream media can worsen the
symptoms," he said. "The mass hysteria was
really fueled by the national media, social
media - all this promoted the worsening of
symptoms by putting these people at the
national forefront." The patients included one
confirmed case of Tourette Syndrome, which
Mechtler said could have set the tone for the
jerking motions.

The lone adult among the 20 patients is
Margery Fitzsimmons, 37, whose friend's
teenage daughter was one of the original
affected teenagers. She "wholeheartedly"
embraces the conversion disorder diagnosis,
and said that it is possible the teen's symptoms
may have played into her own over time.

She said learning to deal with stress is one
reason she has improved. "My life has gotten
back to normal," said Fitzsimmons, who
returned to work in February and is now again
able to play with her young daughter.

"When it got really bad I would measure my
progress by how often I didn't have any tics.
Now I go a couple of weeks and you would
never know I was ill at all," Fitzsimmons said.
After the first case was logged in October, the
number of patients soon grew to 12, then 14,
then 20 in little more than four months.

Critics including environmental activist Erin
Brockovich scoffed at the psychological
diagnosis, pressing instead a theory that the tics
were caused by environmental contamination
from a nearby site of a 1970s train derailment
and chemical spill.
